Now in its fifth year, the Student Award for Excellence is part of the National Student Television (NSTV) program which encourages and supports journalism skills among students.  
Seven regional students were honored with Student Awards of Excellence. Washington Township High School, Washington Township, NJ, and The Milton Hershey School, Hershey, PA, each earned two awards.  Conestoga High School, Berwyn, PA and North Penn High School, Lansdale, PA, and Pocono Mountain East High School, Swiftwater, PA, each earned one award. Eight students received Honorable Mention recognition this year, representing Cab Calloway School of the Arts, Wilmington, DE; Milton Hershey School; North Penn High School; and Pocono Mountain East High School (Complete List of Winners, Honorable Mentions follows.)  

The winning students were honored in a special program that included a videography and writing workshop led by the Emmy-winning TV professionals Doug Legore, of Milton Hershey School, and NJN’s John Barra.  Steve Highsmith, of NBC-10 and myphl17, presided over the presentation of crystal statues and certificates to winning students, teachers and crew members. 
“We are encouraged to see strong journalism and storytelling as well as technical excellence in your entries,” said Highsmith, co-chair of Mid-Atlantic NATAS’ NSTV program. He  noted students from 13 regional high school schools submitted work for evaluation by television professionals. “We applaud all of you for your interest in creating quality work and  encourage you to continue to refine your craft and strive for high standards of excellence in the future.” 

Ms. Jackie Trently was on hand to assist with the presentation of the inaugural Jerry Trently Prize to Washington Township High School, regional winners of the NSTV News category.  Created last year to honor the exemplary career of Jerry Trently by supporting TV programs for area youth, the Trently Prize awards the winning school $1000 for future television program or equipment needs. Trently was an award-winning broadcaster who passed away last year and who earned the admiration of his colleagues during his 21 years at WHP–TV in Harrisburg working as an acclaimed videographer and respected news director.
